How To Respond To Officers, in Police Stop

You must know the Constitution, without which, you will lose your Rights!

All police stops without a warrant are an arrest of your liberty. This is a crime by the Officer! (See “sue the cop” for court citations.) Answering his questions is giving evidence against your self. The 5th Amendment to the U.S. Constitution prohibits the government officers from compelling you to give evidence against yourself. I cannot stress to you enough; DO NOT ANSWER THEIR QUESTIONS; nor give them your name or Identification.

Get yourself a digital audio recorder and an external microphone. Run the mic. Cord up along the weather strip of the door to the center of the window where it will pick up both your and the officers voices. Velcro it to the dash under the left side of your dash in a inconspicuous place.

Before the officer gets to your car,

1. Turn on your digital recorder.

3. 2. Take your keys out of the ignition and put them in your pocket.

4. 3. Lock your doors, then roll down your window just about an inch, “no more

5. Put both hands on the steering wheel so the officer can see them.

The Officer approaches your automobile and begins to ask questions such as. (a) Do you know why I stopped you? Or, (b) where are you going in such a hurry? Do not answer these questions! Ask the following question of him instead.

Q. 1 Officer, is this a civil or criminal investigation?

The Officer may go back and call his boss or he may respond to your question in some manner such as, “Neither” It’s a summary. 

There is no such type of case in common law.  I will write on Common Law in another document on this site. But then the officer says to you; let me see your Drivers License, Registration and proof of insurance?

     Q. 2 Would you punish me for refusing to give evidence against myself that may be used in a court of law?

Do not give him your drivers’ license or other information. Those are your private property and are contracts. They cannot interfere with the obligations of your contracts. (See the U.S. Constitution, at Article 1, Section 10, and Penna. Constitution, Article 1 Section 17). 

The officer will probably then call his superior to ask how to deal with you. He is not accustomed to having people ask him intellectual questions. He will return to your car and either tell you to have a nice day, or get out of the car. 

This is what you do next! Take your keys out of the ignition and put them in your pocket if you have not already done so. Get out of the car and respond exactly the following!

R. 3  Officer, I do not consent to any searches or seizures, “Whatsoever” 

Then remain silent, except for calling Hagan. I will help you, with your signed agreement authorizing me as your Agent.

I will file a Habeas Corpus Action on your behalf or your Family member of friend can do so for you.

You must then file a Motion to the respective court, challenging Subject Matter Jurisdiction. (Read the Subject matter Jurisdiction Document on this site and understand it.)
