All Public Officials elected, appointed or hired are required by the Constitution of the United States of America, Article 6, Cause 3, the Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Article 6, Section 3 and the County Code Article 4, Section 403 to take and subscribe the following oath or affirmation: "I do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will support, obey and defend the Constitution of the United States, and the Constitution of this Commonwealth; and that I will discharge the duties of my office (or employment) with fidelity”
Pursuant to the Right to Know Law, Section II Open Records, any citizen of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania regardless of their degree of interest (Breinig v. Meyers, 523 A.2d 1211, 105 Pa.Cmwlth. 250, 1987, appeal denied 536 A.2d 1334, 517 Pa. 610.) has the right to examine and inspect any public record of a public agency under authority of the Right to Know Law (65 P.S. 66.2; 1957 P.L. 390, Section 2.). This includes the right, under certain conditions, to make extracts, copies, photo graphs or photo stats under super vision of the custodian of the records.
The Right to Know Law applies to all municipalities in the state, including home rule municipalities. (Moak v. Philadelphia News papers, Inc., 336 A.2d 920, 18 Pa.Cmwlth. 599, 1975 (Moak, supra.)
A citizen may not be denied access to public records because of a lack of perceived

personal interest or for a lack of a “legitimate” purpose. (Gutman v. Pennsylvania State Police, 612 A.2d 553, 148 Pa.Cmwlth. 567, 1992, appeal denied 621 A.2d 583, 533 Pa. 638; Envirotest Partners v. Department of Transportation, 664 A. 2d 208, Pa.Cmwlth., 1995.)
